the following deletion to Article VI, Section 2 of the Covenants to eliminate
the following:

... No metal or stockade fences are permitted.

the following modification will be incorporated into and be made a part of the Covenants
and have the same force and effect as those terms, conditions and restrictions as those
contained in the Covenants:

The Association has approved the attached list of 6 pages (exhibit A&B) that indicates the styles of
fences for homeowners to erect, install or otherwise place on their property, with written permission of the
architectural committee of the Board of Directors, the fence styles are inclusive, no other style will be
accepted and all fences must be made of either, wood, aluminum, or Vinyl.

Aluminum fences must be black or Bronze in color.

Wood Fences must be stained, and maintained with a wood stain or natural finish.

Vinyl fences must be white, Almond or of a wood grain finish.

Fences will not be allowed to be painted white or any other color than the approved finish at time of
installation.

In addition-

Fences shall be perimeter only; homeowner may need to have property surveyed. Must

allow access to utility boxes via back or side gates. Fences must not obstruct anyone’s front

view and may require setbacks. Post and Spine-side must face inside. All fences must be maintained by
the homeowner to mimic the condition of the fence when new. It is understood that any fence erected,
installed or otherwise place on a homeowners property that is not listed on the approved fence list and
whose installation was not approved in writing by the Homeowners association through the board of
directors and the architectural review process will be removed by the homeowner. The sole cost of the
removal will be the responsibility of the homeowner.

EXHIBIT B
Fence Requirements
In addition to the information on the Architectural review form only the following fences will be approved.

Material Color Style/Height Misc Specs

Wood Natural or stained see exhibit A |all posts must be in concrete.

post must be 2"sq and .060 wall thickness,
pickets a minimum of 5/8" sq and .050 wall
thickness, crushed spears of finial must not
extend beyond the top stringer fence, puppy
Aluminum Black or Bronze see exhibit A |pickets will be allowed.

Fence post must have a minimum of .150 wall
thickness, Bottom support stringers should be
a minimum of 2” wide with minimum .100
wall thickness. Any support rails under .250
wall thickness should be reinforced with an
aluminum stiffener. All pickets must be fitted
into support stringers. Face mounted pickets
are not allowed. Vinyl material must comply
with ASTM standards for color retention and
heat resistance. Material must contain a

Vinyl White,Almond or Wood grain see exhibit A |minimum of 9 parts per 100 of TiO2.

ALL FENCES MUST BE MAINTAINED IN AN AS NEW CONDITION.
ALL VINYL AND ALUMINIM FENCES MUST REMAIN IN THEIR ORIGINAL COLOR
ALL FENCE INSTALLATIONS WILL REQUIRE A CITY OF NAPERVILLE PERMIT IN ADDITION TO A KKHA REVIEW APPROVAL.

A sample of
the proposed building would be helpful. NOTE: Any deviation or changes from the Board approved
plans must be re-submitted to the Board for approval before work proceeds.

. All structures to be erected require an Architectural Review.

. Fences shall be perimeter only; homeowner may need to have property surveyed. Must allow
access to utility boxes via back or side gates. Fences must not obstruct anyone’s front view
and may require setbacks. Post and Spine-side must face inside. No stockade fences are

permitted.

. Satellite dish requests must include a plat with exact location of the dish installation. Include
distances from neighboring properties and the diameter of the dish.

. Additions must match existing structure with siding and roofing materials.

. No aluminum construction will be permitted (Article V11, Section 3).

. No construction is to proceed until this form is submitted and the KKHA Board and the City
of Naperville have approved plans.

. Board will respond within 15 days from receipt of request by architectural review committee.

. We recommend that homeowners not take delivery of any material until this request has been
processed and approved. Material delivered does not constitute start of work or implied
approval.

. Failure to request architectural review or follow the requirements set forth herein may result

in removal of structure or litigation requiring removal.

If you have any questions about any construction that isn’t covered here, please contact the
Board for clarification before proceeding. This form must be returned with appropriate
attachments, samples, pictures, drawings and detailed plans to be signed by current representative of
the architectural review committee.
